INTRODUCTION

Charles Inglis was the son of a rector of Glencolumbkille in Co Donegal (diocese of
Raphoe). After ordination, he served in New York at the down-town Trinity Church,
and later had the Distinction of being consecrated at Lambeth Palace as the first bishop
of Nova Scotia and first bishop in the British Empire overseas (r787). He is
remembered regularly in the church at Glencolumbkille each August.
