Killian from Cavan was a missionary to Franconia and rebuilt the church in Baden and 

Bavaria. Many pre-Reformation cathedrals in Germany and Austria were dedicated in 

honour of Killian, pre- eminent among them being that at Würzburg, where with two 

companions he was murdered in 689.

grant by the power of the life-giving Spirit 

that we may be made one in your holy Church 

and partakers of the body and blood of your Son,  

that he may dwell in us and we in him;  

Through the same Jesus Christ our Lord, 

by whom, and with whom, and in whom, 

in the unity of the Holy Spirit, 

all honour and glory are yours, Almighty Father, 

for ever and ever.
