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Preface

COMMEMORATIONS

These orders for the Commemorations in the Prayer Book originated in a request from
the Liturgical Advisory Committee to its former chairman, Bishop George Simms to
produce an unofficial Irish supplement to the book The Cloud of Witnesses published in
England by Collins, and he duly produced a set of notes about some of the Irish saints,
mostly those with widely known church dedications, and a number of later worthies.
Along with these went suggestions for prayer and intercession. They were later
published by The Columba Press, with the addition of some names by Canon Brian
Mayne under the title Commemorating Saints & Others of the Irish Church as a tribute
to Bishop (former archbishop) Simms, and containing memorial collects written by
Canon Mayne himself. As this booklet has long been out of print I have felt that the
production of complete orders of service incorporating the work of both men would be
the best way of providing a useful resource and of also keeping alive the memory of a
much loved archbishop and of the liturgical skills of his collaborator, editor of The Book
of Common Prayer 2004, who was a much valued member of the Liturgical Advisory
Committee and also a personal friend. The work of adapting them for publication, with
some modifications, has been carried out by the Revd Alan Rufli, Revd Robert Ferris
and the Very Revd Nigel Dunne, to whom many thanks are due.

It is intended that orders of service for further commemorations in addition to those
listed on pp22, 23 of the Book of Common Prayer may be produced in due course and
included with these.

INTRODUCTION
Brigid was a contemporary of St Patrick and founded a religious community at Kildare.
More than that, it is almost impossible to say with any sure historical basis. Her
spirituality had an enormous impact on the church in Ireland in the period of growth
and transition immediately following the time of St Patrick. At that time the church in
Ireland developed through spiritual communities of monks and nuns. Her pre-
eminence in this led to her being regarded as a second patron saint. Her reputation for
holiness spread rapidly to Scotland and Northumbria in the sixth century.

The lack of any writings by Brigid or any contemporary means that much that is
written about her includes pagan elements, for there was a pre- Christian Celtic pagan
mother-goddess who had a similar name.

INTRODUCTION
A Romano-Briton born of Christian parents in the latter years of the Roman Empire in
Britain, the exact place of his birth, named by him in his Confession as Banaven
Taberniae, has never been identified — claims from places in West Briton as far apart as
Dumbarton and Somerset have been made. Present-day opinion favours the
neighbourhood of Carlisle in Cumbria. During his teenage years as a captured slave
boy in the West of Ireland, Patrick's latent Christian faith came alive. Escaping and
returning to Britain, Patrick trained for the ministry of the church perhaps in Gaul.
Some time later he heard a call to return to Ireland and bring the good news of Christ.
Apparently he came as an envoy of the church in Britain and began his ministry in East
Ulster. Saul, near Downpatrick, has long been accepted as the starting point for his
mission. How extensive his travels for Christ were is difficult to determine, as churches
and communities all over the island in later years desired to claim Patrick as their
founder. Whatever the details, one thing is clear: Patrick's mission had the most
significant impact in the Christianisation of Ireland. Armagh and Down are the two
most important centres associated with the mission of Patrick and on this day
commemorations in those places draw Christians from all over the island,. Tradition
says Patrick returned to Saul before his death and that after it he was buried at the
nearby hill of Down —already holy place, and one more easily defended than Saul itself.
One important aspect of the life of Patrick is that he left two pieces of writing which are
accepted as genuine, his Confession and a letter to Coroticus. These are of immense
value as they reveal Patrick the man, humble and aware of all that he achieved was by
the grace of Christ. Irish Christians today, of all traditions, can equally identify with
this holy man and draw inspiration from his life and writings. George Simms wrote in
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the Real Story of St. Patrick: athedrals and churches are to be found the world over with
dedications and memorials in honour of St. Patrick. A courageous missionary himself,

his example continues to inspire the sons and daughters of Ireland to go into the world
with the good news of the gospel of Christ. St. Patrick himself should have the last

word. His life was rough and rugged. He had to face jealousy and much cruel abuse.

Yet he was brave to the end. A rare serenity shines through the inimitable style of his

words, 'Let anyone laugh and revile me who wants to, I will not keep silence nor will I

can see the signs and wonders which have been shown me by the Lord.'

INTRODUCTION

Born a son of the royal house of Ulster at Kilmacrennan in Donegal, Colum, whose
name means 'dove’, that had such a devotion to the things of God as a child that he was
nicknamed 'Columcille’, ‘dove of the church'. For all that, he was far from being a
‘softy' and the leadership he gave to monastic foundations at Derry and elsewhere in
his youth secured them as firm bases for the expansion of the church in Ireland in a
time of turmoil. His disciple and biographer, Adamnan, provides no details or reasons
for Columba's decision in 563 to leave Ireland and set up a monastic base for mission
on the island of Iona off the West coast of Scotland.

There seems no good reason to doubt that it was the great commission (Matthew
16:20) and his desire to win souls for Christ in pagan lands that were of a spur for this
adventure. It was one greatly blessed by God so that within a generation Christian faith
had spread throughout the land of the Picts. Iona was poised to be a powerhouse for
the reclamation for the gospel of Northumbria and indeed much of the North and
Eastern England in the early decades of the seventh century. Columba has been an
inspiration of Irish missionary activity and the promotion of sound Christian education
down the centuries. In preparation for the 1500th anniversary of the journey to Iona,
Columba was accorded red letter status in the Church of Ireland.

INTRODUCTION

Finnian was educated at the abbey of Nendrum on Mahee island on Strangford Lough.
After spending twenty years in Scotland as student and missionary he came to Movilla
(5 miles from Bangor) to found his monastery. There is a tradition that the psalter
called the Cathach (‘the battle book'), now in the Royal Irish Academy, was one of
Finnian's books. Some scholars say that Finnian introduced to Ireland its first copy of
Jerome's Vulgate version of the scriptures. Several Finnians are associated with the
famous story of Columba's secret copying of the manuscript without permission; the
king's judgement against Columba was supposed to have led to his exile in Iona.
